ALCHEMY.

Gold has always been highly prized
by civilised man on account of its
rarity, beauty and unchanging nature; and
it is probable that, from early times, the
human mind has dwelt upon the
attract:ve idea of the transmutation of
metals, and particularly of making gold
artificially from the commoner metals,

Alchemy, the name later applicd to
this art, had its germs in the philosophy
of the ancient Egyptians, and possibly
of the Chinese; and it was developed and
flourished particularly during the Middle
Ages. The alchemist had tl e theory of
Aristrotle for his fiist inspiration, and for

the basis of his experiments. Arisirotle
had supported the * four elements”
theory of the Greek  philosopher

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the greatest esteem. Among the later
Muslim Chemists, the two notable wete
Rhazes and Avicenna, They were phy-
sicians and their interest in alchemy was
subordinated to that in medicine and

pharmacy. The persian Rhazes lived in
the ninth century, and was a professed
believer in transmutation. The other
lived in the tenth century. The early
Furopean alchemists were of a learned
class They were highly intellegent men
whose interest extended beyond the
restricted scope of pure alchemy. Well
known = among these were Albertus
Mangnus, a Dominican monk; the English

alchemist, Roger Bacon, a careful experi-
ment.r and thinker; Vincent de Beauvais,
noted for his general encyclopedia of
learning and Ramand Lully All of them
lived in the thirteenth century and. are
more remembered for their contributions
to useful chemical knowledge, rather than
for their efforts to discover the Philo-
gopher’s sotne.

The practice of alchemy began to
decline in the sixteenth century, and
finally became extinct by about the
beginning of the nineteenth century. As
a branch of learnihg alchemy contributed
nothing of a positive nature to human
understanding. As a practical art,
altbough it failed to attain its prime
objective, it yielded a rich harvest of
secondary unsought information, for
many important substances, notably the
strong mineral acids, were discovered by
its professors.

A new trend in alchemy began to
spring up during the firstc half of the
sixteenth century 1t owed its origin to the

tormation of a new school of thought
among the alchemists, that of Intro-
chemists, who belived that’ the true
function of the alchemist was to search
for new modicines that would help to
cure human ills’ and not to seek to turn
base metals into gold. The poineer of this
school was a swiss physician Van
Hohenheim, populatly known as Paracel-
sus ( 1493-1541 ). who promulgated the
new doctrine with great vigour. His
contribution to the development of
chemistry lay in extending its scope and
in attracting to its study investigators,
whose aims were not entirely directed by
avarice. No doubt, like their predecessors
they were mystic; and the old idea of a
master substance, still engrossed theit
minds They, however, sought, not for a
g-ldmaking Philusopher’s sfone. but
for a wonderful medicine, the * elixir
of life, /' which would confer petfect
health on the human body,

The period of iatro-chemistry, which
lasted for more than two centuries after
the death of Paracelsus, was one of great
experimental activity and advance in
discovery. Many of the workers, who
devoted their lives to the persuit of
knowledge, mode their names worthy of

record in the history of sci nce. The new
spirit of investigation stimulated interest

in chemistry, and attracted some of
the best intellects of the time, This

ultimately freed both chemistry and
medicine from mysticism and supersti=

ton, that had  previously been
impediments in the way of real progress.

Moreover, chemists were finaliy able to
get their minds rid of the unfounded
theories; and clearer ideas about nature
of things gradually evolved.

Remember that smail human families
can mask the true proportions. Mr.
Koli seemsto be the victims of simple
dominant.

( lack of pigment in the skin, hair and
eyes ) is an example.

A child with 2 Normal genes for
pigmentation (AA) is normal.

A child with mixed genes (aa)is
normal since the normal gene here is
dominant

A child with 2 abnormal genes (aa)
is an Albino and two albinos will beget
only albino children,

The ramifications of Mr. Koli’s family
are not known, but other six fingered
people are well known in all other parts
of India. They might even havea
common origin

Is India, one day, to have millions of
6 fingered people amidst us? No. There
are forces that maintain a remarkable
stability cf the normal.

Is Mutations a bad thing ? Yes, for
the victims, for obviously most deviations
from a tried normal are bad. Yet
mutations, by providing the ‘gene jumps’
that make Evolution possible is a Species
best insurance against an inflexibility
that would make survival in a changed
environment difficult, On this insurance,
too, a premium must be paid by some
of us, Sometimes it is a terrible one for
there are lethal genes. Sometimes it's
just freckless or a charming dimple or
6 fingered hands.

voyages to distant planets will be a bit
difficult and will require a good deal of
planning A trip to Venus for instnce,
uses space ships from an orbit around
the earth to establish a base on the
Moon, A special ship, then, tskes off
from the moon at a moment when
Venus is considerably behind the earth
and the Moon on its shorter and faster
orbit around the Sun. Larger bodies
such as Mars and Venus, having a great
gravitational pull should be approached
with caition, But since Mars and Venus
both have atmospheres, the same may be
used esfrictional buffers for landing
the ship.

Once having reached the planet, the
really tough problem is how to get
back home, The spacemen must get out of
gravitational force of the target plannet;
which would be as difficult as escaping
from the earth and any fusl needed
would have to be brought from the earth.

Cne more handicap to ioterstellar
voyages is that they must cornquer not
only space but also time, Even the
neatest stars are light years away. If a
space ship travels at 50,0 0 m. p. b. it
would take many thousands of years
to reach a nearby star. Interstellar
space men have an answer to this too.
If a space ship moves at nearly the
speed of light, its time slows down.
It can sail like a cosmic ray for thousands
of earth years from star to star but tor
its crew only weeks will pass. But
when they return to eatth they will
all be Rip Van Winkles, '

A large public, 1 appily mixing fact
and fiction, apparently believes that space
travel is just around the corner- But it is

not possible at least for the next fifty
years, as there are still many difficulties to
be ovrecome. More important ones are
the following:

1. Constuction of the Rocket Every
rocket contains along series of intricate
components, all of which must work per-
fectly, or the whole rocket will fail. Each
new element down to valves and gaskets,
must be tried over and over again until
its reliability is close to absolute.

2. Crew: How will human bodies
and brains function in space? At 50,0C0 ft.
where s jet plane can fly, the air is of no
use to the pilot. If his cabin should lose its
pressurising he would die within 15
seconds, At an altitude of 63,000 ft the
blood of the human body begins to boil.
To overcome these difficulties spacemen
think of using a pressure suit. [t is a skin-
tight union suit of strong greenish material
with an airtight helmet, When the
pressure in the cabin b:scomes too low,
an automatic valve shoots oxygen into

the helmet at about 10 lbs pressure per
squase inch, It also inflates rubbes bladd-
ers along the wearer’s limbs and body,
making the suit even tighter, But this
space suit can keep a man alive for
only ten minutss in virtual vacuum,
Another difficulty will be about the
gravitation, In a zero gravity field,
men can neither stand nor sit unless
held firmly in position. The jet effect
of even gentle breathing will waft them
across the cabin. The effect on nervous
system is a more serious one,,

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AJINTHA - THE PRIDE OF KHANDESH.

Ajintha is the glorious chapterin the
architectural history of the world-
Ajintha caves situated on the southern
border of Khandesh have long since
become a place of world attraction, In
fact it is the only thing that Khandesh
can be justly proud of. The sculpture
and architecture as well as paintingsin
the Ajintha caves have evoked
admiration, Even the foreign visitors

who have come and inspected the caves
are lavish in their praise about the

specimens of architecture and paintings
therein, Whenever I have occasions to
entertain some guests at mine, [ always
propose to them two things; a small trip
to Meharun = a tank near Jalgaon and
a trip to Ajintha caves. I can say without
hesitation that the guests having taken
these trips were highly satisfied- They
must have cherished a good memory
about them. Throughout the year visitors
are seen flocking to these caves.

Existence of these caves was dis-
covered between the years 1819 and 1824
by Mr. James. E. Alexander - a British
General who was then travelling through
the Nizam’s dominions., When he was

near to the cave, he was told by a
shepherd boy that he would show him

tiger's cave. He was also warned by the
people of the danger ahead. But soldier as
he was, fearlessness was the quality in him
which ultimately showed him the caves,
and it is the fruit of his discovery that
we have now complete knowledge of
thess world famous caves. Itis a matter
of repret that the knowledge of

the existence of these caves was lost to us
for over a 1,000 years before 1819. It was
~all a fearful jungle about the caves and
the valley of the river Vaghur. Neither
the Nizam nor the Marathas had any
knowledge about these caves, It is a
matter of surprise that no traces are found
giving any indication about the
existence of these caves in the extant
literature of the time extending over
from 7 th century A. D. to 1819, As to
who were the architects, sculptors and
painters of the Ajintha works nothing is
known Habitually, Iregret to say, that
we Indians are very much neglectful of
our past, our culture, our history and
rich traditions also. It may be admitted
that after the British conquest, many of
the foreign writers directed our attention
to our renowned past and literature and
we have to acknowledge a debt of
gratitude towards them,

In the case of Ajintha, the same thing
happened. About Ajintha the efforts of
many such foreign visitors, painters and
writers are wellknown, It is on account of
their e forts that the fame of Ajintha has
spread far and wide. Nevertheless it is also
regrettable that some foreigners in their
enthusiasm and inconsiderateness have
cut and removed some pictures and some
have evinced vandalism by sprinkling
varnish on many beautiful amongst then!

One wonders, when one sees Ajintha,
as to how these ancient arcists devoid of
‘'modern means were able to carve huge
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rocks so marvellously, Ajintha caves are
buge, majestic and artistic Unlike the
pyramids of Egypt they have combined in
themselves hugeness with admirable
tenderness Indian art has reached its peak
of perfection here Unlike Ellora, which
has combined Jain, Buddhistic and
Hindu art, Ajintha represents wholly
Buddhistic art. The colours on the fres-
coes of Ajintha are so fresh that they
appear to be painted asif yesterday, It is
indeed admirable taking into account the
durabilily of modern colours which tend
to fade in a short time, All pictures are
vigourous and life-like, The lively express-
ion of every picture in Ajintha is the sup-
reme quality that at once attracts attention
and evokes a sense of pleasure in the
visitors.

Many of the pictures in Ajintha are
composite . They paint different happen-
ings in which men and women both have
taken part and have expressed thei remo--
tions, e, g. wonder, fear, pain etc. all go to
form one picture. They have painted
many scenes from the life of Buddha-from
his childhood to  his Nirvana,
Buddha was a lover of natural scenery. He
purposely created an abode for himself on
a hill near Rajgriha= the then capital of
the kingdom of Magadba. It wa there that
fot some considerable time he devoted
his mental power to the consideration
of the problems of human lfe as he
viewed therm At his birth, it is said,
some astrologer had profesied that the
child newly born would attain highest
fame, would become a Sadhu, would
not like worldly pleasures and wold
not even wield the kingly power, This
prophesy being unpalatable to his parents,
they tried to keep him away from all
the scenes of misery. But unforunately

for them Buddha in his boyhood camé
across  such  scenes. Once he saw
an old man and asked his attendants
why he looked like that. They explained
S:;at he was old, and old age comesto
.erybody and at last death cvertakes
i acrczsoung child. Next he actually
gt a dead body being carried
AT ;"-_‘ine;:?tv‘ (All these scenes ar€
impressions we: Rt .Then hig previOUS
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obtain knowledge from him. Practically
the whole life of Buddha is represented in
many sculptures and paintings in Ajintha.

Ajintha caves number 28. But many
of them are Viharas i.e. places of residence
for the Bhiksus of Buddhistic faith.
Viharas contain many scenes and happen-
ings in Buddha’s life. If one looks to the
internal expanse of Vihara caves one can
very well imagine that about 5 to 10
thousand Bhiksus must have been
accomodated in Ajintha during the rainy
season, when of course Bhiksus wanted
residence; otherwise they were wandering
far and wide spreading their religion.
The Viharas contain majestic expanse of
the carvings. The central halls of the
caves occupy sometimes 90, 80 or 65 square
spaces and alongsides the squares there are
aisles and cells also for the wuse and
residence of Bhiksus.

Excepting viharas there are 6 Chaitya
caves, They are merely temples of Buddta
They ate not places of residence. The
Chaityas are otherwise called Daghobas
or Stupas, meaning, places where some
part of the body of Buddha is kept con-
cealed, and preserved. The Chaitya caves
of Ajintha are also highly scuptured and
painted, Caves No, 1,2,16,17 & 26 contain
world-famous pictures of Padmapani
Buddha, Vajrapani Buddha, Queen’s toi-
let, Buddha- vairagya and his leaving home
casting last glance at his son and wife,
temptation of Buddha by Mara, Persian
embassy that came to Pulakeshi II,
Goajajataka, Vishwantarjataka, Hansajataka

etc. The lying in state i.e. Buddha
Nirvana is the representation of the
highest skill of the sculptors who worked
at it. In Cave 26, this scene is carved
and there the length of the figure of
Buddha is 28’ 3" ! Such.a huge carving
with no defects from the standpoint cf
skill of architecture is praiseworthy. How
these ancient artists carved and created

such scenes in ancient times is really
admirable taking into account the fact

that our modern artists, with modern
instruments also at their command,
cannot sometimes even mould a figure of
Ganapati idol propetly.

Ajintha caves well reflect the so-
cial condition of the people prevailing in
those days; viz: their dress, their orna-
ments, their way of building houses, their
hair-dressing etc. It shows how they were
cultured and advanced in science. It also
shows how they knew navigation, how
they annexed foreign territories to their
country and how foreign ambassadors
offered with modesty the presents from
their kings to the Indian emperors.

It seems that the art-—-painting and scul=
pture-represented in Ajintha caves must
have come to perfecton by centuries of
added knowledge and hundreds of artists
come together. Thz artists were certainly
not mercenary They loved art. They
wotshipped art for art’s sake. They poured
their ali in all in it and therefore they
attained perfection. Throughout Bharat
you cannot see another Ajintha, That is
why we people of Khandesh are rightly
proud of it.

Certain experiments such as Boll-
onium glass, Judge your geographical
knowledge, Glass bottle as a hammer,

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Cold flame, Artificial Sun-set, Plant
respiration, Osmosis in plants, Root
pressure etc. were certainly appreciated
even by a layman. The spectacular
